C: Concern – 
Does that concern you? (James 4:6)

  



Apologetics replaces lies with the truth.

Ephesians 4:13-15

  
C: Christ – 

The perfect, sinless, Son of God; God in human 
flesh.   (1 John 5:20,21).
  “Do you know who Jesus is?”

If they are confused, slow down. Offer a Bible study



Apologetics replaces lies with the truth.

Ephesians 4:13-15

C: Cross – 

Jesus’ death paid for sin and fulfilled prophecy 
(1 Corinthians 15:3-4).

  “Do you know why Jesus died              
              for you?



Apologetics replaces lies with the truth.

Ephesians 4:13-15

T: Triumph! – 
Jesus raised Himself from the dead! 
(1 Cor. 15:3-4, John 2:19-22)

“Do you know why Jesus had to raise 
from the dead?”



Apologetics replaces lies with the truth.

Ephesians 4:13-15

T: Turn – We must repent of our sins (Think Differently) 
(Mark 1:15, Acts 20:21)

“What must we do to get right with God?”
Double-check to see if they understand the gospel

“Was Jesus’ death enough, or do we need to do something 
else?”

T: Trust – In Jesus Christ as our only Savior and Lord.
(John 3:16, Acts 16:31).

“What’s keeping you from trusting 
Jesus as your God and Savior?”
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
